This includes, but is not limited to, internal and external communications, drafts, memos,
guidelines, and any other pertinent materials. | am particularly interested in any
communication between the AEC and external bodies concerning the design, layout, or
content of the ballot paper.

2. All documents, reports, evaluations, or assessments carried out by the AEC or
external parties concerning the "YES/NO" voting method for the 2023 referendum ballot
paper. This specifically includes materials exploring the use of "YES/NQO" as opposed to
traditional methods such as marking, ticking, or crossing boxes.

3. All documents pertaining to the application of savings provisions concerning 'ticks' and
‘crosses’ on the ballot papers. This extends to legal advice, guidance, memos, and any

other relevant material.
2. On 31 August 2023, you consented to an extension for your request until 25 October 2023.
3. On 25 September 2023, Andrew Johnson, Chief Legal Officer, provided you with a decision

letter in response to Item 3 of your FOI request.
