we may need more time. If copyright restrictions apply to the information, we'll contact you to
arrange a time for you to come in to the Penrith Civic Centre and view the available information.

ARE YOU BUYING OR SELLING A HOUSE?

If you're buying or selling a house, you should apply for a building certificate rather than relying
on copies of old consents. The development consent will only specify the conditions approved,
it is no guarantee the structure was built to those specifications. Development consent cannot
guarantee current compliance. Building certificates require an application fee, they must be
submitted with a surveyor's report and take up to 10 working days to complete. A Council officer
will inspect the property and issue an approved building certificate that guarantees Council will
take no action to demolish or make major structural alterations to any existing buildings on the
property for the next 7 years. Council is the only authority that can issue a building certificate.
